Nearly 1/3 of all the homes I photograph are not properly prepared when I arrive. It's extremely important for you to have your house organized, cleaned, and prepared for the photoshoot. This is the single largest factor you can control that affects the final sale of the home. People's impression of your home is largely affected by its perceived upkeep. A messy home will diminish your home's perceived value, and may determine if someone is or isn't interested in your home. The difference between a house that goes for $270,000 or $280,000 could simply be it's perceived "move-in-ready" state. People can also assume a house is poorly maintained, even if it's just messy. I'll do my best to make your house look amazing in the photos, but I can't clean your house in photoshop. Please review the list below to be prepared for the photoshoot and sale of your home.
General
· Sort through and remove unnecessary items (Use Closets/Garage/Storage) (Boxes Amazon: Link)
· Visually organize items that must remain in rooms 
· Clear countertops of all but the most essential items
· Put all personal hygiene items and anything embarrassing out of view (Photos will be seen by Public)
· Make sure all light bulbs are working and have a uniform hue (This affects quality of photos more than you can imagine)
Cleaning
· Use a magic eraser on walls: Amazon: Link 
· Clean countertops
· Clean floors
· Vacuum carpets
· Remove all trash cans from view
Preparation
· Mow Lawn / Rack Yard / Shovel Driveway
· Remove identifying personal photos or items (privacy)
· Remove items off the fridge
· Open window blinds
· Turn TVs and computer monitors off
· Put toilet seats down

• Interior plants: Real or Fake (I don’t like beige photos and plants significantly help bring life into rooms)
